What makes a Qualifying Residents’
Association?

With numerous questions and inquiries
surrounding Residents’ Associations, we've
put together this post alongside IPHAS

to chat about what makes a qualifying
association and the requirements it needs
to be recognised.

A residents’ association is a qualifying
residents’ association in relation to a
protected site if—

(@) itis an association representing the
occupiers of mobile homes on that site;

(b) at east 50 per cent of the occupiers of

the mobile homes on
that site are members of
the association;

(c) itis independentfrom the
owner who, together with any
of his agents or employees, is
excluded from membership;

(d) subject to paragraph(c) above,
membership is open to all occupiers
who own a mobile home on
that site;

(e) it maintains a list of members which
is open to public inspection, together
with the rules and constitution of the
residents’ association;

(f) it has a chairman, secretary and
treasurer who are elected by and from
the membership;

() with the exception of administrative
decisions taken by the chairman,
secretary and treasurer acting in their
official capacities, decisions are taken
by voting, and there is only one vote
for each mobile home; and

(h) the owner has acknowledged in writing
to the secretary that the association
is a qualifying residents’ association,
or, in default of this, the appropriate
judicial body has so ordered.

When calculating the percentage of
occupiers for the purpose of sub-
paragraph (1)(b) above, each mobile home
shall be taken to have only one occupier
and, in the event of there being more
than one occupier of a mobile home, the
occupier whose name appears first on the
agreement shall be deemed to be

the occupier.

If the park owner does not respond to

or fails to acknowledge the association,
the association may apply to a residential
property tribunal for an order to say that it
isa QRA.
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The association must be

prepared to provide enough

evidence so show that it meets
the necessary conditions. An

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Park home residents who experience issues where they reside can take
their disputes to a First-tier Property Tribunal.

On occasion, this course of action may be
recommended by an IPHAS advisor, but
we understand that very often when this
solution is suggested, the case will go no
further. Trepidation, a fear of courts and
the legal process are the main reasons

for the shutters to be swiftly pulled down.
However, things are changing, with more
park home residents taking the plunge and
applying to the courts for jurisdiction in
respect of their grievances.

Here are a few tips on how to succeed with
a tribunal application and the issues that
can be considered by the court. It is always
prudent to ensure that you have exhausted
all other viable options before going down
this route, as it is time-consuming and
there are costs involved.

Subjects that can be considered:

+ Pitch fee reviews.

- Ultility issues, such as overcharging.

- Repairs and maintenance.

- The recognition of a QRA [Qualifying
Residents’ Association].

. Site Rules.
The above list is not exhaustive.

The Application Process:

IPHAS advisors can help you with the

application form which then needs to be
directed to the nearest tribunal office to
where you live.

Is there a fee payable?

There is a fee of £100 payable for an
application to the Tribunal, and, if required,
an additional hearing fee of £200 due if
the case moves to a hearing. Of course,
these fees are only payable if you take

the owner to a tribunal. The owner will be
liable if they submit the application.

A request can be made for the refund

of a fee, but this is not guaranteed and
only generally occurs if the judge, for
example, believes an application to have
been unreasonable or if there have been
behavioural concerns regarding any of the
parties involved.

Many insurers have legal help elements in
their policies which may assist you.

Timescales can also be an issue, so if you
were hoping for swift justice, then you are
likely to be disappointed. It’s not unusual

for the whole process to take a year from

the time of applying for a final decision to
be forthcoming.

with park home law. And while it is
beneficial to have a local expert, this is not
vital as most of the work will be done via
the post or email. Very rarely will a solicitor
need to visit the site.

Be ready to ask yourself what level of
expertise you require. Is a barrister the
right person to help you with a pitch fee
review query?

Solicitors. These are solicitors known to
IPHAS who offer services relevant to
Park Homes.

Councillors and MP’s

Getting to know your local councillors
is never a bad idea, so take advantage
of any opportunity to meet with them,
whatever their political persuasion.

Not only will they offer guidance with
issues regarding your park, but they
are also helpful if you need to
communicate with departments at your
local council, such as the site licensing
section or planning.

[tis less likely that you will need to
involve your local MP, although this can
prove highly beneficial due to their ability
to open doors, both amongst fellow

MP’s and within the community where
you live. We, here at IPHAS, know of

———
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one serving cabinet minister who has
visited a troublesome park on three
occasions to meet the site owner and

the resident that raised the complaint.
With park home numbers increasing, this is
obviously good politics but sadly, this level
of involvement is not generally the norm.

Social Media

There are some Facebook sites that
specifically deal with park home matters.

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The terminology used in park life can be very confusing. Here, we run
through some of the more commonly used terms you might find when

dealing with your park home.

Gifting a Park Home

The new occupier must, as soon as
reasonably practicable, notify the park
owner of the receipt of the mobile home
and assignment of the agreement.

Quiet enjoyment of the mobile home

The occupier shall be entitled to quiet
enjoyment of the mobile home.

Park Owner’s right of entry to the pitch

The park owner may enter the pitch
without prior notice between the hours of
9a.m.and 6 p.m.

The pitch fee

Can only be changed in accordance with
paragraph (2) either

(@) with the agreement of the occupier, or

(b) if the appropriate judicial body, on the
application of the park owner or the

occupier, considers it reasonable for
the pitch fee to be changed and makes
an order determining the amount of
the new pitch fee.

(1) The pitch fee shall be reviewed
annually as at the review date.

(2) Atleast 28 clear days before the
review date the park owner shall serve
on the occupier a written notice setting
out his proposals in respect of the new
pitch fee.

Park Owner’s obligations

If requested by the occupier, provide
(free of charge) documentary evidence in
support and explanation of;

(i) anynew pitch fee.

(i) any charges for gas, electricity, water,
sewerage or other services payable by
the occupier to the park owner under
the agreement; and

.
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(i) any other charges, costs or expenses
payable by the occupier to the park
owner under the agreement.

(iv) be responsible for repairing the base
on which the park home is stationed
and for maintaining any gas, electricity,
water, sewerage or other services
supplied by the park owner to the pitch
or to the park home.

(v) maintain in a clean and tidy condition
those parts of the protected site,
including roads and footpaths, site
boundary fences and trees, which are
not the responsibility of any occupier
of a park home stationed on the
protected site.

(vi

consult the occupier about
improvements to the protected site
in general, and about those for which
the park owner is responsible.

Change of Park Owner

If the owner of your park home site
changes, you do not need to sign a new
pitch agreement with the new site owner.
If your park home site is sold to a new site
owner, the existing terms and conditions in
your pitch agreement will stay the same.

Qualifying residents’ association

indicated that this was not the case.

Not every Licensing Authority has park
home sites within its area.

A small number of Licensing Authorities
do not have a Register of Site Licences,
despite having such premises within their
administrative areas.

Around 25 percent of
Licensing Authorities
have failed to place
the Register of Fit
and Proper Persons
on-line as required.
Where on-line lists
are available, some
have information
redacted, contrary to
the provisions in the Regulation.
